DCI and DOLIR team members had their highest pledges in the history of the campaign, with DCI pledging $44,569 and DOLIR pledging $36,307.
MPERS also had their highest pledge totals in the history of the campaign, increasing their totals 166% over last year. 
Agriculture had their highest participation rate in the history of the campaign, with 41.16% of their team members pledging a donation.
